Dear Parishioners, 

As I mentioned previously, the Pope’s Worldwide Prayer Network intention for September is: an environmentally 
sustainable lifestyle.  We pray that we all will make courageous choices for a simple and environmentally sustainable lifestyle, 
rejoicing in our young people who are resolutely committed to this.

Help us to imitate your love for the human 
family by recognizing that we are all connected—to our brothers and sisters around the world, to those in poverty impacted by 
environmental devastation, and to future generations. 
           Holy Spirit, giver of wisdom and love, You breathe life in us and guide us. Help us to live according to your vision, stirring to 
action the hearts of all— individuals and families, communities of faith, and civil and political leaders. 
           Triune God, help us to hear the cry of those in poverty, and the cry of the earth, so that we may together care for our common home. 
           Amen.
